today would be the adults 
here in 20-30 years,” she 
said. “We’re so fortunate that 
here at Perry that the city 
has seen fit to include green-
spaces for us all over Perry 
and downtown.” 

Moore said the green spac-
es allow citizens and visi-
tors to “stop and smell the 
roses” and take a moment 
as they go about their day. 
She thanked the Downtown 
Development Authority and 
the Perry CVB for making 
this possible. 

Mayor Randall Walker 
mentioned he and the city 
have discussed creating 
something that draws fami-
lies downtown and gives chil-
dren something to do. 

“I think [Welcome Park] is 
a perfect setting for that, and 
I expect you’re going to add 
additional stuff here for the 
children to play with as we 
go along,” he said. “I really 
appreciate the effort and the 
vision you have at the Main 
Street Advisory Board.” 

Downtown Manager Alicia 
Hartley feels wonderful to 
have these upgrades on dis-
play for the public, elevating 
Welcome Park from a “pas-
sive” park. 

“We’re happy to be able 
to add some engaging ele-
ments that create a little bit 
more of a destination and put 
it on people’s radar as they 
visit downtown,” she said. 
[These upgrades] allow peo-
ple to linger longer, whether 
they have small children, if 
they’re looking for a place 
to sit down, or they can 

work remotely from our pic-
nic tables, so it gives a little 
something for everybody.” 

Hartley said the city iden-
tified places around town 
that could use upgrades as 
part of the Georgia Economic 
Placemaking Collaborative. 
Ultimately, Welcome Park 
was one of those places. 

“We [asked ourselves], 

‘What can we do here?’ and, 
‘What are some investments 
we can make that will be 
permanent and not have 
heavy maintenance?’” she 
said. “From that became the 
musical instruments and the 
picnic table.”

Dear Readers, Article 
2(4) of the UN 
Charter restricts 

unprovoked attack on a sov-
ereign state except for inva-
sion, an imminent threat of 
attack, or as authorized by 
the UN Security Council. 
We have shredded this bed-
rock principle of interna-
tional law. Not only are we 
global kidnappers (Nicolás 
Maduro), but we are also 
international provocateurs 
in Iran and (as foreshad-
owed) Cuba.

We are one of the 51 orig-
inal members of the UN, 
a signatory to the Charter 
on June 26, 1945, in San 
Francisco. The Senate rati-
fied this treaty on July 28, 
1945, making it the law 
of the land. October 24th 
is celebrated worldwide as 
United Nations Day.

We have thrived under 
the fits and starts of the 
umbrella of the United 
Nations. It is an imperfect 
vessel of international coop-
eration. It has not ended 
war – Ukraine and inter-
nal conflicts in Africa are 
prime examples of the UN’s 
impotence; it has elevated 
humanitarian discourse.

As a Senate ratified trea-
ty, the UN Charter occu-
pies the highest laws of at 
the core this country, akin 
to our Constitution. The 
UN Charter reaches that 
deep into our legal essence.

When it comes to acting 
in compliance with Article 
2(4), we have bifurcat-
ed our war-making appa-
ratus.  To the Executive 
Branch, Article II of the 
Constitution grants 
Commander-in-Chief pow-
ers to the President, as the 
head of our armed forces. In 
a nuclear world, hanging on 
the precipice of supersonic 
ICBM planet-wide destruc-
tion, this authority hangs 
on the momentary whims of 
a single person, safeguard-
ed only by the confirmation 
of launch codes. 

A President has quick-
strike response authority to 
order active conflict when 
deliberation is impractical. 
There are restrictions.

Principally, there are 
Article I Constitutional 
exclusive responsibilities of 
Congress. Declarations of 
War are made by Congress 
and Congress alone. 
Franklin Delano Roosevelt 
orated, “Yesterday, 
December 7th, 1941 — a 
date which will live in infa-
my — the United States 
of America was suddenly 
and deliberately attacked 
by naval and air forces of 
the Empire of Japan.” This 
thunderous December 8th 
pronouncement was deliv-
ered from the well of a joint 
session of Congress debat-
ing a war declaration.

With Korea, President 
Truman diverged from the 
genuflection of seeking 

a declaration of war. He 
labeled it “a police action,” 
and we never formally 
went to war with Korea. 
Congress meekly condoned 
it.

Presidents Eisenhower, 
Kennedy, and Johnson 
piggybacked on this novel 
interpretation of modern 
warfare in Vietnam. None 
of them sought congressio-
nal authorization of this 
quagmire; nearly 60,000 
of our brave soldiers and 
countless lives were shat-
tered here and abroad; 
Congress silently permitted 
this death and destruction.

Finally, Congress acted. 
It passed the “War Powers 
Resolution” in 1973.  
Henceforth, Presidents 
have had to brief Congress 
about military adventures 
abroad within 48 hours, 
triggering a 60-day win-
dow requiring Congress to 
approve the mission. This 
briefing was done with our 
military activity in Iran – 
the 60-day clock is ticking,

Congressional muscle is 
strengthened by its other 
Article I tools. Congress has 
the “power of the purse.”  
While a President can take 
action, Congress has to 
appropriate the funds for 
it. Military missions are 
expensive and disruptive 
to military family lives. 
Ultimately, Congress con-
trols the purse strings.

Politically, we “rally 
around the flag.” Congress 
squirms when a President 
commits troops, as cutting 
funds off may leave troops 
stranded and exposed to 
enemy fire. It takes cour-
age to instruct a defiant 
President to bring the 
troops home “or else.” As 
unpopular as Vietnam 
was, Congress never told 
a President to end our mis-
sion in the region.

Relocating our military 
resources to the Mideast is 
a presidential prerogative; 
the same for bombing Iran.  
We have not placed “boots 
on the ground.” The mes-

saging from the Pentagon 
and White House is mud-
dled.  We are at war, we are 
not at war; we are engaged 
in regime change, we are 
just proactively defending 
ourselves.

Clarity is needed. We 
have invaded a country 
and toppled its command 
structure, an Article 2(4) 
violation of the UN Charter 
and thereby of American 
law. Military families are 
strained by new deploy-
ments and extended rota-
tions. Billions of dollars are 
committed in support of this 
Iranian mission; our mili-
tary ordinance stockpile is 
being seriously depleted.

The first War Powers 
Resolution to end this 
Iranian excursion has 
failed in Congress.  It 
needs to reclaim its Article 
II authority, debate the 
mission, demand answers, 
and, potentially, exercise 
its legal authority.  We can-
not have a King singularly 
committing us to war.

Georgia has been 
claiming it is the 
“number one state to 

do business” for long enough 
that it often seems it’s more 
of a branding exercise than 
an objective measurement. 
With November’s elections 
will come a new Governor, 
Lieutenant Governor, and 
enough changes in the leg-
islature that significant 
changes in direction and 
policy are not only possi-
ble but likely, regardless 
which party wins the top 
positions.  

A press release from 
Governor Kemp last week 
helps us benchmark where 
we currently are – objec-
tively – while we debate 
current legislation and 
future elections. Georgia 
has now moved into the top 
ten exporting states, land-
ing at the ninth position in 
total value for exports.  The 
picture is even better when 
total trade is considered, 

as Georgia ranks seventh 
when imports are also con-
sidered.

Why should anyone get 
excited about being ninth?  
That kind of ranking in the 
SEC gets you to the Music 
City Bowl and not too many 
remember the achievement.

It’s about trend and direc-
tion. 

Georgia’s exports 
increased by 12.7% last 
year. The average state did 
a healthy 5.6% in export 
growth, but Georgia’s 
growth rate was more than 
double that.

Statistics are nice, but 

they’re only representative 
of the underlying story. 
This isn’t about numbers 
and percentages. It’s about 
our state’s and our coun-
try’s growth, health, and 
competitiveness.

At the core, more exports 
means more jobs. It means 
more Georgians are creat-
ing value for themselves 
and the companies who hire 
them. And it means Georgia 
and America are compet-
itive on the world stage.  
Trade only occurs when 
both sides see value on their 
side of the transaction. 

Our biggest export in 

dollar terms may surprise 
some, especially those in 
the northern half of the 
state. Aircraft and aircraft 
parts are our most valuable 
exports, at $16.4 billion 
annually. Gulfstream, the 
maker of the world’s most 
prestigious private jets, 
employs 10,000.  Lockheed 
Martin, the defense con-
tractor, has a Georgia head-
count of about 6,000.  Engine 
maker Pratt & Whitney 
has about 1,000 employ-
ees here.  Upstart air taxi 
maker Archer Aviation also 
has about 1,000 employees.

Other categories we 
make here and sell to 
other countries include 
Computer Hardware, Motor 
Vehicles, Networking 
C o m m u n i c a t i o n s 
Equipment, and Medical 
Devices.  Those categories 
combine for an additional 
$11.4 billion in annual sales 
abroad.

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Divergent expressions of Christianity
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Across  much 
o f  Western 
Christendom, I 

am increasingly seeing 
two  very different  expres-
sions of what calls itself 
Christianity. 

One is polished, plat-
formed, and carefully 
branded. It is curated for 
comfort. It is designed 
to minimize offense. The 
atmosphere is profession-
al, the “messages” are 
measured, and the sharp 
edges of biblical truth are 
often sanded down in the 
name of “relevance”. 

This form of Christianity 
excels at production value 
and audience retention. 
It knows how to gather 
a crowd. It understands 
metrics. But too often it 
merely  doesn’t, or at best, 
hesitates to proclaim the 
whole counsel of God when 
that proclamation might 
cost influence, reputation, 
or affect the almighty “rev-
enue”. 

The other expression is 
far less concerned with 
optics. It is not driven by 
brand maintenance but 
by biblical mandate. It is 
marked by open Bibles, 
bold preaching, public 
evangelism, and a will-
ingness to suffer loss 
for the sake of Christ. It 
speaks plainly about sin, 
righteousness, judgment, 
repentance, and the exclu-
sive lordship of Christ. To 
be sure, it does not seek 
offense for offense’s sake, 
but neither does it avoid 
offense when the truth 
itself offends. It is will-
ing to be misunderstood, 
mocked, maligned, or mar-
ginalized for the name of 
Jesus. 

The book of Acts pro-
vides a striking contrast 
that exposes the difference 
between these two expres-
sions. In Acts 2, on the 
day of Pentecost, Peter 
the Apostle stands and 
preaches Christ crucified 
and risen. He does not soft-
en the blow. “This Jesus, 
whom you crucified.” The 
result? Utter conviction. 
“They were pierced to the 
heart.” Three thousand 
were saved, but only after 
being confronted with their 
guilt and the lordship of 
Christ. The gospel always 
cuts before it heals. 

In Acts 4, after healing 
the lame man, Peter and 

John are arrested. Why? 
Because they were pro-
claiming in Jesus the resur-
rection from the dead. The 
authorities were “great-
ly disturbed.” Faithful 
preaching created distur-
bance. (When was the last 
time you saw that in the 
modern Western church?). 
When commanded not to 
speak or teach in the name 
of Jesus, they responded, 
“We cannot stop speaking 
about what we have seen 
and heard.” There is no 
brand management here. 
No  self preservation. No 
PR strategy. There is sim-
ple, holy defiance rooted in 
obedience to  the Lord. 

In Acts 5, the apostles 
are flogged for preaching. 
They leave “rejoicing that 
they had been considered 
worthy to suffer shame for 
His name.” And what do 
they do next? “Every day, 
in the temple and from 
house to house, they kept 
right on teaching and 
preaching Jesus as the 
Christ.” 

Notice that opposition 
did not mute them, rather, 
it clarified their mission. 

Consider Stephen in Acts 
7. He does not deliver a 
“market-friendly” mes-
sage. He recounts Israel’s 
history and then boldly 
declares, “You men who are 
stiff-necked and uncircum-
cised in heart and ears… 
you are always resisting 
the Holy Spirit.” It is con-
frontational. It is specif-
ic. It is biblical. And it 
costs him his life. Stephen 
becomes the church’s first 
martyr. His faithfulness 
would never “trend”,  but 
it would nevertheless echo 
into eternity. 

In Acts 17, Paul preaches 
in Thessalonica, reasoning 
from the Scriptures that 
the Christ had to suffer and 
rise again. The response? 
A mob. Accusations that, 
“These men who have 
upset the world have come 

here also.” The gospel 
was seen as “world-upset-
ting”. In Athens, Paul pro-
claims the “unknown God” 
now revealed and calls 
all people everywhere to 
repent because God has 
fixed a day of judgment. 
The result? Sneering while 
few believe. Yet Paul does 
not adjust the message to 
avoid mockery. 

In Ephesus in Acts 19, 
the preaching of Christ 
disrupts an entire econom-
ic system built on idolatry. 
A riot erupts because the 
gospel threatens profits. 
The message of Jesus is 
not merely an “inspiring 
message”; it is transforma-
tive, and transformation 
always confronts idols. 

Throughout Acts, 
preaching Christ produces 
conviction, division, repen-
tance, joy, persecution, 
imprisonment, riots, and 
revival. What it does not 
produce is the applause of 
the masses. 

This is the dividing 
line we are continuing 
to  witness  in Western 
Christendom. 

One stream seeks to 
minimize friction. It 
avoids speaking clearly 
on sin if sin is cultural-
ly accepted and protected. 
It avoids speaking clear-
ly on judgment if judg-
ment feels “unloving”.  It 
avoids speaking clearly on 
holiness if holiness feels 
“restrictive”.  The see  any-
thing done in the public 
square as “extremism” or 
“fanaticism”. 

It often prizes accessibil-
ity but often at the expense 
of biblical clarity. The fear 
is not primarily of God 
but of losing attendance, 
donors, partnerships, and 
platform. Offense is treat-
ed as the supreme evil. 

The other stream under-
stands that the offense of 
the gospel is not a market-
ing flaw; it is a theologi-
cal reality. Christ cruci-

fied is  a stumbling block. 
Period. The call to repen-
tance confronts autonomy 
(which is the idol of the 
West). The declaration 
that Jesus is Lord chal-
lenges every rival alle-
giance. This church does 
not aim to be abrasive, 
but it refuses to amputate 
truth to preserve comfort. 
It would rather lose status 
than lose faithfulness. 

In Acts, the apostles 
never pursued perse-
cution, but they never 
compromised to avoid it. 
They did not confuse kind-
ness with silence. They 
did not equate love with 
approval. They did not 
treat numerical growth 
as the ultimate measure 
of “success”.  Faithfulness 
to Christ was always the 
measure. 

The question before 
Western Christians is sim-
ple: Which path will you 
follow? 

Will we shape the 
message to protect a 
“brand”,  or will we preach 
Christ and Him crucified? 
Will we measure success 
by applause or by obedi-
ence? Will we avoid hard 
texts and hard truths to 
remain palatable, or will 
we declare the whole coun-
sel of God and trust Him 
with the results? 

The church in Acts 
turned the world upside 
down not because it was 
entertaining, but because 
it was unashamed. It was 
marked by prayer, power, 
proclamation, and perse-
verance under pressure. It 
was willing to lose every-
thing to gain Christ. 

If Western Christendom 
is to know renewal, it will 
not come through better 
lighting, sharper branding, 
or more curated messag-
ing. It will only come when 
men and women, filled 
with the Spirit, open their 
Bibles and proclaim with-
out fear that Jesus Christ 
is Lord, calling all people 
everywhere to repent and 
believe, whatever the cost. 

I am thankful that in 
my day I see a surge of 
men and women casting off 
large, entertainment-driv-
en Christendom in pursuit 
of biblical faithfulness.

Nothing signals the end 
of the winter like early 
spring-blooming flow-

ers, shrubs, and trees. Size 
doesn't matter—low-growing 
spring bulbs such as crocus-
es have the same ability to 
delight us out of our winter 
gloom as a stately magno-
lia. Here are a few of these 
early spring bloomers and 
some interesting facts from 
Southern Living magazine 
regarding each one. 

Saucer magnolias and star 
magnolias are two deciduous 
magnolias  that bloom very 
early—so early that in some 
years, frost may damage the 
flowers. The flowers appear 
in late winter to early spring, 
before the leathery leaves 
appear on these small accent 
trees or shrubs. The flowers 
of star magnolias are strappy 
and whitish, and the flowers 
of saucer magnolias are cup-
shaped and pink on the out-
side and white on the inside. 
Both can be grown in Zones 
4-9.

Hellebores are one of the 
first flowers to bloom, even 
through a dusting of fresh 
snow. The Christmas rose 
blooms first in December, but 
most of the hellebores, also 
called Lenten roses, bloom 
in late winter into spring. 
Hellebores are hardy and 
require little sunlight, mak-
ing them a superb addition to 
shady locations. Once estab-
lished, hellebores will drop 
many of their seeds and small 
sprouts will appear in the 
spring. These will turn into 
new plants on their own if 
given enough light. 

Creeping phlox have little 
flowers that look like a pas-
tel carpet painted by nature. 
This native, ground-hug-
ging phlox grows in the 
Appalachian mountains from 
Canada down into Georgia 
in Zones 3-9. The small, deli-
cate blooms of creeping phlox 
appear around March or April 
in the South. Also known as 
moss phlox, it prefers moist, 
well-drained, organically rich 
soils and lots of light. Plant it 
in rock gardens, along walls, 
and around garden edges.

Winter jasmine is a foun-
tain-like shrub grown for 
the profuse, early-blooming 
flowers that provide a sunny 
splash of yellow during cold 
weather. The shrubs start to 
bloom mid-winter and con-

tinue until April. Once estab-
lished in your yard, it is an 
easy-to-care-for plant accord-
ing to Gordon.

Winter jasmine is suitable 
for Zones 6-10.  Plant it as 
a ground cover on slopes, to 
disguise walls and fences, or 
to create a hedge border. The 
plant flourishes in full sun 
and well-drained soil.

Jasmine isn't the only plant 
to provide a burst of sunshine 
in late winter. Often reaching 
giant proportions, flowering 
forsythia shrubs bear stems 
that grow upright as opposed 
to in an arch like winter jas-
mine. Forsythia is suitable 
for Zones 5-8. In the South, 
forsythia blooms as early as 
February, or in early- to mid-
April in Zone 6. Forsythia is 
easy to grow but prefers loose, 
moist, well-drained soils in 
full sun. 

Don't let their dark leaves 
fool you. Once viburnums 
begin to blossom in spring, 
the flowers are as lovely as 
they are fragrant. The bloom 
time varies from species to 
species. Arrow-wood vibur-
num, Korean viburnum, and 
Burkwood viburnum bear 
flowers earlier in the season.

Many viburnums do well in 
Zones 4-8 and tolerate various 
levels of light, depending on 
the variety. The three species 
mentioned here bloom best 
in full to partial sun. Upon 
planting viburnums, top off 
the soil with mulch. Water 
weekly during the summer 
months to keep this shrub 
looking sharp.

Showy flowering quince is 
another shrub that typically 
bursts into bloom before it 
leafs out. The blooms are rose-
like and come in many differ-
ent colors, including yellow, 
apricot, orange, pink, red, 
and white. Flowering quince 
is hardy in Zones 4-8. These 
arching shrubs sometimes 
have thorns and are common-
ly planted along foundations 
or as a "fence" at the edge 
of a property. The beautiful 
flowers appear in late winter 
or early spring.

I’m not sure when I first 
noticed a patch of nandi-
nas in the woods near my 

mother’s childhood home. It 
may have been decades ago, 
or could have been more 
recently.

… King Charles III of the 
United Kingdom (born 1947) 
does not have a passport?

… a British man set a 
world record for spending 
time locked in a room with 
poisonous snakes?  In 2010, 
Sussex carpenter David 
Jones (born 1965) spent a 
total of 121 days locked in 
a room with forty venomous 
snakes, including cobras, puff 
adders, and even the most 
deadly of them all, the black 
mamba.  The attempt broke

… a crime ring once ran a 
fake U.S. Embassy?  In Accra, 
Ghana, visitors to a certain 
building who thought they 
were at the U.S. Embassy 
saw an American flag and 
a photo of the then-Presi-
dent.

ATLANTA —  Georgia 
senators shot down a bill 
Friday that would have 
switched the state’s voting 
method to paper ballots 
filled out by hand before 
this November’s elections.

The bill’s defeat sets up 
a scramble for Georgia 
lawmakers to find a way 
to remove computer QR 
codes from ballots this 
year, as required by a 
state law passed two years 
ago.

The Senate voted 27-21 
on the bill, two votes short 
of the majority needed for 
legislation to pass. Seven 
senators skipped the vote 
following warnings of elec-
tion “chaos” if it passed.

“We’re at an impasse," 
said Sen. Max Burns, 
R-Sylvania. “If we ignore 
it again, we’re just going 
to kick the can. Sooner 
or later, folks, you have 
to pay the piper, and it’s 
time to remove the QR 
codes.”

All in-person Georgia 
voters use touchscreens 
that print out paper bal-
lots, which are then 
tabulated by scanning 
machines that read a QR 
code. Critics of Georgia’s 
voting technology say the 
QR codes prevent voters 
from being able to ensure 
that their ballot accurate-
ly reflects their choices.

Hand-marked bal-
lots are the main elec-
tion day voting method in 
two-thirds of the United 

States, according to the 
election technology orga-
nization Verified Voting.

The effort to replace 
Georgia’s voting equip-
ment, purchased for over 
$100 million before the 
2020 election, is driven by 
a combination of election 
skeptics and election secu-
rity advocates.

The legislation, Senate 
Bill 568, also would 
have limited early vot-
ing locations. Currently, 
Georgians can vote in 
advance of an election at 
any location in their coun-
ty, but the bill would have 
assigned voters to one site 
to ensure the correct bal-
lots are pre-printed for 
each jurisdiction.

“It would be chaos if 
we were to implement 
it this fast,” said Sen. 
Kim Jackson, D-Stone 
Mountain. “This bill is too 
hasty, it does not protect 
Georgians, and it funda-
mentally destabilizes our 
electoral system.”

Because SB 568 failed 
before Friday’s deadline 
for bills to pass at least 
one legislative chamber, 
either the state Senate or 
House, it’s likely dead this 
legislative session.

But it could be revived 
by amending a different 
elections bill that has 
advanced. One candi-
date is Senate Bill 214, 
a measure that cleared 
the Senate last year that 
would also require almost 
all Georgia voters to bub-
ble in their choices instead 
of using touchscreen com-

puters.
Sen. Greg Dolezal, 

R-Cumming, said lawmak-
ers need to prioritize con-
verting to hand-marked 
ballots now, before this 
year’s midterm elections.

“All we’ve heard is excus-
es,” Dolezal said. “Here we 
sit after having promised 
that we would do it after 
the last election, and it’s 
still not done. … I don’t 
think it’s ever going to be 
easy.”

Georgia’s primary elec-
tion in May will still be 
held with the touchscreen 
voting technology, but 
the state law prohibiting 
QR-coded ballots goes into 
effect July 1.

We have offi-
cially reached 
Crossover Day, 

the deadline for Senate 
bills to move to the House 
in order to remain eligi-
ble for consideration this 
year. Each of these bills 
represents weeks of work 
by the entire Senate, and 
as a new member of the 
body, I have been proud 
to take part in this pro-
cess. The legislation we 
passed will now head to 
the House, where lawmak-
ers will review, debate 
and vote on these propos-
als before they can move 
forward.

Another important step 
forward came earlier this 
week when Governor 
Brian P. Kemp signed the 
Amended Fiscal Year 2026 
Budget into law. With that 
signature, the General 
Assembly completed the 
first of our two constitu-
tional budgeting respon-
sibilities for this session. 
Our focus now turns to 
the Fiscal Year 2027 bud-
get. Both spending plans 
reflect the conserva-

tive priorities that have 
kept Georgia financially 
strong by protecting our 
reserves, investing wisely 
and returning money to 
hardworking taxpayers.

One of the greatest 
threats to the American 
Dream today of home own-
ership is the rising cost of 
housing. Across Georgia, 
families are finding it 
harder than ever to pur-
chase a home. In metro 
Atlanta alone, institu-
tional investors now own 
roughly one-quarter of all 
rental properties. Large 
corporations are purchas-
ing single-family homes at 
a rapid pace, leaving hard-
working Georgians com-
peting with Wall Street 

firms just to buy a place 
to live.

The consequences are 
significant. The average 
age of someone entering 
a 30-year mortgage has 
climbed to 41 years old, 
making it harder for many 
Georgians to invest in a 
home before retirement. It 
is also causing some fam-
ilies to delay starting a 
family or consider leaving 
our state in search of more 
affordable housing. If we 
are serious about making 
Georgia more affordable, 
we must address the issue 
of Main Street having to 
compete with Wall Street.

Senate Bill 463 takes 
an important step in that 
direction. The legislation 

would prevent large corpo-
rations from owning more 
than 500 single-family 
residential properties in 
Georgia and would prohib-
it foreign companies from 
owning single-family resi-
dential rental homes alto-
gether. The goal is sim-
ple: ensure that homes in 
our communities remain 
available to Georgia fam-
ilies, not large investment 
firms.

We are also working to 
make it easier to build new 
homes across our state. 
Senate Bills 437 and 447, 
which have both passed 
the Senate and now move 
to the House, will stream-
line the homebuilding pro-
cess and improve trans-
parency for families look-
ing to build.

Senate Bill 437 short-
ens construction review 
timelines and allows certi-
fied private companies to 
conduct certain building, 
plumbing and electrical 
inspections. While these 
inspections are necessary 
to ensure safe construc-
tion, unnecessary delays 

can drive up costs for 
future homeowners.

Senate Bill 447 increas-
es transparency between 
local governments and 
future homeowners by 
requiring clear explana-
tions when building per-
mits are denied. Families 
considering where to build 
deserve straightforward 
answers as they decide 
where to put down roots.

Protecting the American 
Dream also means pro-
tecting the land that 
makes Georgia such a spe-
cial place to live. Senate 
Bill 478 strengthens our 
commitment to conser-
vation by increasing the 
share of funding dedicat-
ed to the Georgia Outdoor 
Stewardship Trust Fund. 
These resources will 
help preserve our water-
ways, forests and wildlife 
through 2039 while sup-
porting tourism and eco-
nomic growth.

Finally, I was proud 
to support Senate Bills 
497 and 498, which both 
passed the Senate and 
expand educational oppor-

tunities for Georgia fami-
lies. SB 497 ensures par-
ents are notified when 
their child receives cer-
tain non-instructional 
services so families can 
guide important conversa-
tions. SB 498 creates the 
Georgia Charter School 
Facilities Authority, help-
ing charter schools access 
funding to improve their 
facilities and strengthen 
school choice options.

With Crossover Day 
behind us, the Senate 
will now begin reviewing 
House legislation as the 
session continues. Please 
do not hesitate to reach 
out with any questions, 
concerns or ideas.

Hand-marked paper ballot bill fails ahead of deadline for changing Georgia’s elections

DA’s Office said a neighbor 
witnessed Robinson attack-
ing his “live-in” girlfriend 
inside her vehicle. 

“During the course of this 
attack, Robinson strangled 
the victim with his hands, 
struck her in the face mul-
tiple times, pulled her hair 
and held her down prevent-
ing escape,” the release said. 

Robinson’s girlfriend had 
noticeable injuries on her 
face and body. Robinson was 
already on probation at the 
time for a prior drug charge, 
according to the release.

“[Robinson] told officers 
as he was being transported 
to the County jail that he 
wasn’t worried about the 
family violence charge, as 
he did not believe it would 

lead to his probation being 
revoked,” the release said. 

Robinson’s probation was 
“revoked in full”   to prison 
less than two months after 
his arrest. The release said 
he chose to plead guilty to 
the aggravated assault-fam-
ily violence charge rather 
than going to trial. 

This case was investi-
gated by Centerville Police 
Department Officer James 
Hill, and prosecuted by 
Senior Assistant District 
Attorney Mike Smith, who 
provided comments: 

“The Houston County 
District Attorney’s Office 
would like to thank 
the Centerville Police 
Department, as well as the 
Department of Community 
Supervision, for their out-
standing efforts in bringing 
this domestic abuser to jus-
tice. The Office would espe-

cially like to highlight the 
efforts of Officer James Hill 
with the Centerville Police 
Department for his quick 
actions in protecting this 
victim,” he said. 

District Attorney Eric 
Edwards also shared com-
ments: 

“Over the past year, 
Houston County has expe-
rienced an alarming num-
ber of family violence homi-
cides. Many of those trag-
edies began with assaults 
that looked very similar to 
this one—no firearm, no 
knife, just a violent offend-
er using his hands to exert 
control over another per-
son. We take those warning 
signs extremely seriously. 
The sentence imposed in 
this case reflects our com-
mitment to intervening 
before violence escalates 
further,” he said.

“It’s a declaration that 
together, we can build a 
Houston County that works 
for everyone,” she said. 

If elected, her priorities 
include ensuring roads and 
infrastructure are main-
tained and improved. She 
aims to keep communities 
safe and strong and to make 
sure veterans are honored 
and supported. 

Jackson wants to make 
sure local businesses can 
grow and thrive and tax dol-
lars are managed responsi-
bly and transparently. 

“This campaign is not 
about politics. This cam-
paign is about people,” she 
said. 

Jackson has served both 
in the Air Force and in edu-
cation, raised in Houston 
County and working for the 
school system. She shared 
that she invested in chil-
dren’s education and future. 

While working at Robins 
Air Force Base, she invest-
ed in those who served 
and worked in the area. 
Afterwards, she attended 
Fort Valley State University 
and received a degree in 
Education. She then start-
ed teaching in 1993 and 
retired after 25 years as an 
educator. 

Before that, Jackson 
served 33 years in the 
United States Air Force 
Reserve with the 94th 
Aerial Port Squadron and 
personnel. 

Jackson has also served 
as a Methodist preacher for 
several years. She believes 
the Lord has saturated her 
well so she can move for-
ward.

“Service has always been 
a central part of my life,” 
she said. 

After retirement, she still 
continued to serve her com-
munity. Jackson served as 
President of the Houston 
County NAACP for six 

years, during which time 
she spearheaded the Black 
Lives Matter march in 2020. 

She also served in various 
roles within the organiza-
tion, including as a Youth 
Advisor and on the Religious 
Affairs Committee. 

“I’m about unity, I’m about 
inclusivity. Everybody 
brings something to the 
table that can useful,” she 
said. 

Together, she and her hus-
band raised three daugh-
ters who attended schools in 
the Houston County School 
System. Jackson said her 
family has grown, lived and 
served in the community. 

Jackson describes herself 
as a woman of faith, a ser-
vant leader, a listener and 
a bridge builder. She shared 
that her commitment to the 
community has been evi-
dent through her advocacy, 
ministry, and opportunities 
to serve and lift up others. 

Jackson has advocated for 
the Board of Commissioners 

to have a district elec-
tion system rather than 
an at-large system. She 
believes having districts 
could better serve people in 
marginalized areas. 

“It didn’t matter if they 
were black or white just the 
fact that they had some-
body to go to, who were 
actually responsible for the 
situations that may occur 
in their particular district,” 
she said. 

After years of being an 
advocate in the communi-
ty, someone suggested that 
Jackson should run for the 
board of commissioners, and 
Jackson said, “Why not?” 

Now she is aiming to 
advocate from a seat on the 
board and said it feels great 
to no longer be on the side-
lines. 

“I’m in the fight. I’m on 
the battlefield. It’s no longer 
to talk about a situation, it’s 
best to become involved and 
best to put yourself where 
you can be used more or the 

opportunity to be used in 
order that you may accom-
plish all things, not just 
that one thing,” she said. 

She praised Commissioner 
Chairman Dan Perdue and 
other commissioners, say-
ing they are good people 
with integrity, and that she 
aims to continue that. 

Jackson believes everyone 
can make Houston County a 
better place to live. 

“With all of this growth 
and development that we 
have, it’s going to take all of 
us doing what we do,” she 
said. “The small business-
es that we have, we have 
to support them so that 
they will be able to nour-
ish themselves, also nourish 
the county, which brings in 
more opportunity for people 
to grow.”

Jackson believes she is a 
good candidate because she 
is a woman of principles 
and integrity. 

“I’m a woman who stands 
for unifying for growth and 

development for change for 
the betterment of human-
kind,” she said. 

Jackson shared that 
working in different facets 
has shaped her into being 
the best candidate for post 
two. 

She said she can not do 
it alone and encouraged 
supporters to volunteer and 
spread the word about her 
campaign. 

Jackson then repeated 
her campaign slogan: “Yes, 
we can!” 

She finally shared why 
Houston County citizens 
should vote for her: 

“I have the quality, I have 
the integrity and I have the 
wherewithal to get the job 
done.” 

Jackson will be running 
against incumbent Shane 
Gottwals. Election Day is 
May 19.

This growth wasn’t by 
accident. While Georgia’s 
governing leadership is still 
made up of avowed capital-
ists, they’re not above using 
the tools of federalism to 
help the market’s invisible 
hand with a thumb on the 
scale.

While markets are inter-
national, the competition 
for employers to locate 
and expand domestically 
is fierce. Every state has 
natural advantages and 
disadvantages. States then 
have a lot of leeway to craft 
tax and regulatory struc-
tures that leverage their 
advantages and mitigate 
shortcomings.  Georgia’s 
rankings in economic devel-
opment indicate a mastery 

of these concepts.
The biggest and most fre-

quently used tool in the 
Department of Economic 
Development’s arsenal are 
tax credits. While the head-
lines associated with trophy 
level deals often demon-
strate the value of incen-
tives given to an employ-
er to grow with Georgia, 
the math is often vaguely 
described as to where the 
money comes from. Most of 
the dollars don’t come from 
the state’s checkbook.  They 
are instead conceptual, and 
come from “opportunity 
cost.”  

The standard template 
– open to virtually any 
employer of size willing 
to relocate to Georgia or 
for an existing employer 
wanting to expand their 
presence here – is to cred-
it them with taxes that 

the state wouldn’t collect 
if the factory was never 
built and Georgians were 
never hired.  The compa-
nies instead enter into an 
agreement to pay local gov-
ernments a fixed fee over a 
period of years that is more 
than the vacant land cur-
rently generates in taxes 
but far less than they would 
pay on a new factory. 

The difference is the 
“incentive.” The state isn’t 
writing checks for most of 
the package, save for some 
specific infrastructure 
upgrades and some site 
preparation. They’re just 
agreeing not to collect taxes 
that never existed. 

Populists in both politi-
cal parties grumble about 
these “giveaways.” These 
grumblings grow louder in 
election years. Many are 
now even louder still as 

they believe taking away 
many of these incentives 
will pay for various ver-
sions of tax reform current-
ly under debate. 

Many of those making 
these proposals will stand 
for re-election on the long 
internalized brand of that 
Georgia is the number 
one state to do business. 
They simultaneously want 
to change the underlying 
tax structure and incen-
tive packages that have led 
to demonstrable economic 
growth in all corners of the 
state.

Current and future 
employers are watching 
both legislative propos-
als and campaign rhetoric 
closely. They may not yet 
be taking everything that is 
said literally, but they are 
quite certainly evaluating 
them seriously.

As a sat-
isfying side, you can vary 
the chopped fixings with the 
meal and individual tastes.

Spanish Tapas Stuffed New Potatoes
Makes 12 handheld servings

- 6 red new potatoes, each about 2 inches across
- 1/2 cup sour cream
- Chopped toppings such as hard-boiled eggs, bacon, tomatoes, 

radishes, cucumber, salad onions, chives and dill

Take a few small bowls from the kitchen cabinet and fill them 
with the individual toppings. The results are always colorful and 
appetizing.

Scrub and clean the potatoes with a little vegetable brush. It 
only takes 1-2 minutes. Cut each potato in half, then trim a flat 
piece off each bottom so that the potato halves sit upright.

Place them upright on a microwave-safe plate and cover 
with microwave-safe wax paper, parchment paper, or a micro-
wave-safe lid. Wrap or cover to allow steam to escape. Cook on 
high for about 4 minutes, or until tender.

Arrange the warm halves on a flat platter. Use a melon-ball 
scoop or a teaspoon to dig out a little pocket from the center of 
each half. (Save and refrigerate the scooped-out portion for a 
scrumptious Spanish omelet the next morning. Just add a little 
onion and salsa!)

Now it's fill-'er-up time for your hungry grazers. Spoon a 
dollop of sour cream in each potato's cavity. Go to the bowls of 
delectable toppings and spoon or sprinkle choices over the top. 
Grab a napkin or small plate, and it's ready to enjoy!

Cook's Note: To vary the look and flavor, I grab a variety bag 
at my local grocery store that contains small red new potatoes, 
Yukon Gold, and a purple variety.

Cover and refrigerate 30 minutes or up to 12 hours.

Heat medium-sized saute or grill pan over medium-high heat. 
Add corn or safflower oil; once hot but not smoking, add chicken. 
Saute until golden brown and cooked through, about 5 minutes per 
side. Remove from pan; place on chopping board to cool. When cool 
enough to handle, slice into diagonal strips about 1/2-inch wide.

To make corn guacamole: Place jalapeno and garlic cloves in 
small baking dish under broiler 6-9 minutes, or until completely 
cooked through, soft and skin is charred. Once cool enough to 
handle, peel garlic and mince along with chiles.

Place diced avocado in mixing bowl. Add charred and minced garlic 
and jalapenos, gently tossing together. Incorporate corn and tomatoes. 
Squeeze lime juice on top and sprinkle with salt. Mix together.

To assemble tacos: In hot skillet or comal set over medium-low 
heat, heat tortillas about 1 minute per side.

Place tortillas in tortilla warmer or wrap in clean kitchen towel 
or cloth napkin. Serve with guacamole and chicken.

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WARNER ROBINS — A 
win is a win, that’s for cer-
tain, but the process isn’t 
created the same.

Houston County (10-2, 3-0 
Region 2-5A) finished their 
region sweep of Northside 
(9-5, 0-3 Region) with 12-1 
and 5-1 finals, but they 
weren’t particularly pretty.

The Bears struggled to 
produce consistent offense 
unaided by defensive mis-
takes. They were slow-mov-
ing in Game 2 until the 
wheels fell off of the Eagles’ 
defense, which let up three 
walks and two errors.

By Game 3 Bears head 
coach Matt Hopkins was 
audibly frustrated with 
his team, who aside from a 
three-run fourth, again fell 
into the same mistakes.

Finding internal motiva-
tion and getting up for every 
game is not a battle exclu-
sive to this season, but they 
don’t have as much estab-
lished talent to lean on as in 
previous years.

“We’re not doing a good job 
of finding energy. I think a 
lot of our guys are so focused 
on the failure,” Hopkins 
said. “We want to force fail-
ure but we’re not handling it 
very well. So we’re getting a 
lot of selfishness within the 
team. Not that they’re not 
good kids, it’s just most kids 
don’t know how to handle 
failure.”

“Right now we’ve got some 
guys that are failing and 
they’re not doing a good job 
of being a team guy…I think 
we’re depending too much 

on big games to make us 
be motivated, when they 
should just want to play the 
baseball game that comes 
up.”

That doesn’t mean the 
night, and the series, was 
without praise-worthy per-
formances.

Freshman Kaiden Harvey 
is emerging as a contribu-
tor at the leadoff spot, not 
to mention he made some 
good defensive plays at both 
third base and (briefly) at 
shortstop.

Harvey was 3-of-6 at the 
plate and scored four runs 
on the day; just getting on 
as much as he did is import-
ant ahead of Isaiah Galason, 
which Hopkins noted after 
the game.

“We tried to let him be at 
the bottom of the lineup and 
get comfortable for a while, 
now that he’s starting to get 
more at-bats, we’re trying 

to find somebody that can 
set the table at the top,” 
Hopkins said. “At the end 
of the day, we’ve got to have 
people on base when Isaiah 
Galason gets to the plate. 
So we’re trying to rearrange 
our lineup a little bit. And 
I liked how our lineup was 
configured tonight, we just 
got to do a better job of exe-
cuting in our positions and 
our spots.

“I thought he did a really 
good job of starting the game 
off. He’s going up there and 
competing,” Hopkins contin-
ued. “[In] both games I think 
he was on to start the game. 
Anytime you can get a lead-
off that’s going to compete, 
do a good job, I’ll take it.”

HoCo’s defense was shak-
en up quite a bit over the off-
season, and about 12 games 
in players are starting to 
settle in to their new posi-
tions.

Peyton Nauss made some 

great plays at second base 
in Game 2, fielding tough 
balls and getting throws to 
first on time. Harvey played 
third for most of the two 
games, and he’s certainly 
got the arm for it.

But a pleasant surprise 
for Hopkins is the pitching 
staff, which had the most 
turnover of any group.

Harvey had eight strike-
outs on Tuesday, Tyson 
Ganas had seven in Game 
3 and Ryan Maxwell, Owen 
Mauney, Ethan Kenney, 
Michael Lyons and Isaiah 
Galason all had some solid 
innings to contribute, too.

Pitching that many differ-
ent players in one week is 
not something you’d see the 
2025 Bears do, but they’re 
competing with what they 
have through a dozen con-
tests.

“Our biggest strength, and 
it’s been a really pleasant 
surprise, is I feel like our 

pitchers have done a good 
job at competing,” Hopkins 
said. “We’ve been throwing a 
lot of guys, and they’re find-
ing ways to get outs.”

“I think defensively, we’re 
getting better, and I’m happy 
with that. We’ve got a lot of 
guys in new positions and I 
think that we’re improving 
every game, which is what 
you want to see. It’s becom-
ing more of a strength,” 
Hopkins said.

MACON — It took a little 
while for Warner Robins 
(5-4) to get going after 
a strong second inning, 
but they put Central 
Fellowship Christian 
Academy (0-7) away in 
five innings on Thursday.

The Demons scored nine 
runs in the fifth inning to 
invoke a mercy rule victo-
ry over the Lancers, 15-4, 
in their third straight win.

“We’ve had a big culture 
shift,” Warner Robins head 
coach Parker Stahlman 
said on the streak. 
“Coming into the program 
I was trying to build a new 
culture, and I’ve had a lot 

of guys either fight it or 
buy in. We finally have 
a lot of the upperclass-
men buying into the new 
culture. They’re building 
something that they want 
to be a part of, definitely 
the mindset has changed.”

Even though the offense 
put up 15 runs, the defense 
was definitively the high-
light.

In a 14-0 loss to 
Veterans, Warner Robins 
made mistakes that cost 
them crucial outs and 
runs. It wasn’t a mis-
take-free night — the 
Demons recorded three 

errors — but it was much 
improved compared to 
recent efforts.

“We’ve practiced a lot of 
defense. We’ve spent full 
practices putting down the 
bat, just going straight to 
the fundamentals of base-
ball. Field a ball, throw a 
ball, catch a ball. That’s 
helped us out a lot with 
confidence,” Stahlman 
said.

Drew White slung the 
ball from behind home 
plate out to second base 
for the final out of the 
third inning to help 
Warner Robins defend a 
5-1 lead. But in those mid-
dle innings (in this case, 
the third and fourth) the 
offense didn’t keep up 

with the defense.
A lot of the Demons’ 

scores had help from the 
Lancers. Whether it be a 
lack of attention to run-
ners, missed throws or 
dropped balls it was not a 
good defensive game from 
CFCA. Credit to Warner 
Robins for taking advan-
tage of those mistakes, 
but they didn’t attack a 
low velocity pitching staff 
as well as they could have.

Stahlman took the 
blame for a less-than-per-
fect offensive game, he’s 
had his team preparing all 

week for the arms they’re 
about to see in region play. 
“High velocity” is certain-
ly one way to describe the 
competition coming to the 
Demon Diamond soon.

“The hitting today is my 
fault. We’re preparing for 
region so we didn’t prepare 
for this game,” Stahlman 
said. “We played every 
day this week. A lot of 
the boys, especially if they 
play both ways, they’ve 
been playing [from] 
Monday even into tomor-
row. But I’ve prepared 
them for the region, we 

got a lot of guys throwing 
hard so we’ve been hitting 
on the pitching machine. 
We’ve been getting ready 
for region play because 
that’s what our eyes are 
on the prize for.”

— It’s not often you see 
mixed colors in a post-
game huddle, especially in 
the one that didn’t win.

But after Northside (9-5, 
0-3 Region 2-5A) head 
coach Joey Walker and 
Houston County (10-2, 3-0 
Region) head coach Matt 
Hopkins exchanged words 
in the infield, Hopkins 
accompanied Walker to 
the huddle in left field.

“He just wanted to real-
ly tell them how gritty 
and scrappy they were,” 
Walker said on Hopkins’ 
message. “The progress 
we’ve made through the 
last couple of years…He 
just wanted to encourage 
them. That we were a 
team that was capable to 
compete in the region, and 
that it’s a tough place to 
come in to start off region 
play but that if they would 
hold it together and not 
lose their heads, we had 
an opportunity to be really 
competitive in the region.”

The most notable thing 
about what, on paper, was 
just another series sweep 
at the hands of the Bears, 
was the way the 12-1 and 
5-1 finals played out.

These games (well, 
except one) weren’t over 
in five innings or three 
innings. Unlike previous 
years, the Eagles had a 
chance late in these games 
to win.

The defense was a big 
reason for that, even if the 

wheels did fall off in the 
fifth inning of Game 2.

Northside made most 
of the routine plays and 
HoCo really had a hard 
time producing offense 
unaided by misplays. The 
pitching was solid; Daniel 
Valdes only gave up three 
earned runs out of 12 in 
Game 2. Emerson Rugama 
had a decent outing, allow-
ing four earned runs and 
striking out six batters.

Third base had the 
most consistent problems 
regardless of personnel in 
both games. Walker said 
the infield is more of a 
work in progress, as evi-
denced by a complete over-
haul in Game 3.

“I would say our outfield 
is really, really good. I 
would say that our infield 
is progressing to where 
they need to be, we just 
got to clean up stuff on 
some hard-hit balls across 
the infield,” Walker said. 
“Third base bit us in the 
butt that second game 
[of the night]. That made 
what was a close game get 
out of hand really quick in 
that last inning.”

“We’ve kind of noticed in 
these first three [region] 
games that, that fifth 
inning is where we start-
ed to see maybe a crook-
ed number get up on the 
scoreboard,” Walker con-
tinued. “We’ve talked 
to our starting pitchers 
about, that third time 
through the lineup is 
tough…But I would say 
defensively we are miles 
ahead of where we’ve been 

in the past few years.”
But as much as the 

errors didn’t help, not 
being able to back up the 
pitcher at the plate was 
their biggest problem.

The Eagles only scored 
two runs in the entire 
three-game series, and 
one of those was because 
of a HoCo misplay.

In the doubleheader 
Northside batted 5-of-43 

(.116) and struck out 14 
times.

“Early on in the season 
we feasted on fastballs. 
Especially at the top of 
the lineup,” Walker said. 
“We had guys coming in 
batting .600 and .400 and 
they really felt good about 
themselves, and they’re 
really good baseball play-
ers, but when you face 
a team of the caliber of 
Houston County, they’re 
going to find out real fast 
that you hist fast balls 

so you’re not going to see 
many.”

“So our leadoff guy, 
our two hole, three hole 
even our four hole some, 
they got flipped a lot of 
breaking balls, a lot of 
away stuff,” He contin-
ued. “We’ve been preach-
ing since September to use 
the whole field, it’s just 
more about trusting that 
process and not being so 
reactive…it’s just having 
a better approach at the 
plate.”
